CHENNALI: In Chennai's Ambattur, a hub for tiny auto component manufacturers,
machine operator Sahaya Mary was pushed out of her job of 10 years. With no means of
income, she had to take a loan from a private money lender at a very high interest rate. Unable
to pay off her debt, she has now pledged the little gold that she owned. "I don't know whether to
eat, pay rent or repay my loan," she says.

A widow, Sahaya Mary lives in a two-room rented house. Left with no option, she is
now looking for a housekeeping job.

Job losses due to the economic slowdown are pushing hundreds of sacked workers into
a debt trap in Chennai, a city dotted with auto component manufacturers. Palanivel and Stephen,
who have more than twenty years of experience in the auto industry, have also been left jobless.
Both their children go to college and they have had to take loans to pay their fees.

"Now it's difficult even to borrow money. When there is some income, we can at least
borrow money. There are no jobs anywhere. Imagine how many of us are out there looking for
jobs," Palanivel told NDTV. Sahaya Mary, a widow, lives in a two-room house in Chennai. She
was asked to leave her job of ten years.

Federation of Associations of Small Industries of India says that about 70,000 workers
have lost their jobs in Chennai alone due to a slump in the auto sector. In Chennai, Lucas TVS,
Sundaram Clayton and Wabco, which make auto components, aluminum castings and vehicle
control systems, had recently declared non-working days. Many want a cut in GST rates and
cheaper loans to boost demand.

"Entrepreneurs are not able to pay GST due to production loss. Banks should give soft
loans with low interest to clear this," S Athmanesan, President of the Ambattur Tiny
Manufacturers Association, told NDTV.

Responding to the economic slowdown, Finance Minister Nirmala Sitharman had said,
"| can only say we are responding to the industry requirements. [ can't say there is one answer,
that this is the magic wand."

While the Union government is yet to acknowledge a slowdown, many say job losses
could well be above the 3.5 lakh estimated by the Society of Automobile Manufacturers (SIAM)
as a significant portion of micro enterprises are unorganized.

Speaking at the SIAM Conclave, Nitin Gadkari, Minister of Road Transport &
I lighways has acknowledged that the Indian automobile sector is going through a slowdown and
is in need of help. The Cabinet Minister has assured that he will take up SIAM's request of
reducing GST on petrol and diesel vehicles with the finance minister. :

Auto industry body SIAM earlier sought immediate steps from the government,
including a reduction in GST rates and initiation of scrappage policy, as sales continued to
plummet with passenger vehicle makers witnessing a decline of 30 per cent offtake in August.
The Society of Indian Automobile Manufacturers (SIAM) said even the commercial vehicle and
two-wheeler sales are significantly negative indicating that the market has still not responded to
the various measures initiated by the Finance Minister Nirmala Sitharaman last month. While
Maruti reported a 33 percent drop in August sales at 1,06,413 units, sales of passenger vehicles
by Tata Motors fell 58 per cent during the month under review. Similarly, Honda Cars India and
Toyota Kirloskar Motor (TKM) sales dropped 51 per cent and 21 per cent, respectively.
Similarly, Mahindra & Mahindra (M&M) saw its domestic sales dip by 26 per cent to 33,564
units last month, compared to 45,373 units in August 2018. On August 23, Sitharaman had
unveiled a slew of measures to boost investor sentiment and prop up the banking and auto
scelors.
